Thank you for registering for the Figure Skating Club of Memphis Basic Skills Classes, Session 1, beginning THIS Sunday, October 11, 2009 at the DeSoto Civic Center.
Your class on Sunday October 11th begins at 2:15 PM. Please arrive 30 MINUTES EARLY (1:45 PM) for this first class to check in at the registration table that will be set up near the ice.
Please read this email in its entirety before arriving and contact us with any additional questions or concerns.

Check In Information
· All skaters MUST wear a wristband at each class session. You will receive the wristband at each session when you check in. When you arrive at the DeSoto Civic Center, proceed down the hall and take the elevator down to the ice level. Follow the hallway to the ice gate entrance and you will see a registration area set up for skaters.

· Skaters will be checked to ensure they have completed payment for their class and returned ALL signed waiver and permission forms. If you have not returned your forms, you can download them at http://www.fscmemphis.org/SignatureFormsPacket.pdf. 

· If you owe a 2nd installment on your class, you may pay it via PayPal from this link: http://www.fscmemphis.org/payment.htm - choose Basic Skills Session Fees – Installment 2 $67.50 from the drop down menu on the page. Or, you may bring cash or check to the session at check in. Skaters MUST be paid in full before taking the ice. No PayPal or credit card payments can be made at the ice session.

· You will be told your class level and your instructor’s name at check in. Instructors will be waiting with signs for their student level.

· Record books and USFSA patches will be given out either during week 2 or week 3 by your instructor. If you are a returning student, please let us know if you have never received a record book in the past. Returning students do not typically receive a record book every year. You should save it and bring it to class. USFSA only provides one record book upon new Basic Skills Student registration. If you already have a record book, bring it to class. 
If skaters do not arrive early, we may need to start the session 1 class late. Please be courteous and arrive early so we can give you full advantage of the Basic Skills hour. All skaters MUST be checked in before taking the ice.
What to Wear
· Skaters should have their own skates. We should have access to Hockey Rental skates if need be for $3 per pair payable by cash or check at check in. But your own skates will be MUCH better. Do NOT walk on the concrete in your skates – it will RUIN the blades. Stay on the carpet while off the ice. Your instructor will talk to you about skate care and can help with tying your skates if needed before class if you arrive early.
· Skaters should wear comfortable warm clothing and gloves/mittens while on the ice. Helmets are also recommended for new skaters. Hockey skaters may wear hockey helmets and hockey skates but NOT padding or other equipment on our ice. You are learning skating skills during our classes to improve upon your hockey game.
· We recommend water resistant skate tights for girls, particularly if wearing skating dresses. Regular tights and leotards are not as warm and comfortable. 
· We have club jackets and t-shirts available for purchase. Visit http://www.fscmemphis.org/gear.htm for information.

· There will be a consignment sale on Sunday during our session that includes skates, dresses, t-shirts, tights, guards and more.

Safety on the Ice

· Skate at your own risk.
· Helmets are suggested for new skaters but not required. 
· Skaters are not permitted to play games of tag or chase on the ice. Fast skating or weaving in and out through other skaters is not allowed.
· Skaters may not lie on the ice or loiter with friends while skating. Please come off the ice if you wish to take a break.
· Hockey sticks and pucks are not permitted. 
· Food, gum or drinks are not allowed on the ice.
· Throwing objects, including ice, is not allowed.
· Obey all directions given by coaches, ice monitors, and board members.
· No one is allowed on the ice without skates on.
Ice Schedule and Buying Additional Ice Time

· Your class package entitles you to the 30 minute class and 30 minute practice ice session as outlined on the calendar at http://www.fscmemphis.org/calendar.htm.
· You may opt to purchase additional practice time that we have scheduled that is labeled “Freestyle Ice”. Ice passes can be purchased for individual sessions or save money and buy a 6-week pass for $75 to skate on ALL freestyle ice offered this session in addition to your Basic Skills hour. Individual session ice can be purchased for $10 for 30 minutes. Freestyle ice pricing is found at http://www.fscmemphis.org/session_request.htm.  Cash or check is acceptable at the door only – no credit cards. If you wish to use a credit card, pay via PayPal from our web site before the session date. Print out your receipt and bring it with you to the session as proof.
· All skaters on freestyle ice will receive a different wristband. Basic Skills skaters who have not purchased freestyle ice must leave the ice at the end of the Basic Skills hour.
· Skaters may also purchase private lessons from one of our qualified instructors. Instructors give private lessons during Basic Skills Practice Ice time and Freestyle Ice time. Private lesson scheduling and payment is done directly with an instructor and not through the club. Ice time must be purchased through the club.
